we decided to design a placemat which contained all of our teams
organizational information including pictures of the team, its
organizational chart, project schedule and an Airport Layout Plan
(ALP) of the facility.
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I designed Freestanding display cases containing informational
and directional maps were designed for use in the downtown
core area. The cases consist of a weatherproof, vandal-resistant,
self-illuminating, aluminum and Lexan outer shell reminiscent of
the federalist architecture prevalent in its immediate surround-
ings. The client's criteria included a large scale map that would
serve as a landmark for the area. To reduce the visual impact of
the large case, and to accommodate site lines to the plazas and
buildings beyond, a transparent 'shell' was designed. The thin
spines that support the inner map case and clear front and back
of the outer case help reduce the visual profile of the sign.

The inner base mechanism contains a photosensitive cell, which
turns on a neon ring of light surrounding both sides of the case,
and a blower vent system to prevent the sealed interior from
forming condensation.

As part of the programming for the displays, extensive research
was conducted and copy was written describing many of the his-
torical buildings and sites in Hartford. By working with the vari-
ous historical societies, transit authorities, and planning and
engineering departments, the appropriate text and image of the
City was developed. The two maps - a regional and a local one -
highlight the City and regional transportation network, as well as
many of the City's historical, cultural, recreational, and tourist
attractions. It indicates all the City bus stops, transfer points,
parks, highway systems and street networks as well as the retail
district.

The isometric map illustrates a birds eye view of the City. Using
aerials supplied by the City and geodetic maps from the Hartford
Metropolitan District Commission, a base map of the City was
digitized, then used to isometrically explode the downtown area.
Buildings under development and construction were included,
which involved contacting individual architectural firms for ren-
derings of their buildings. The map is silk-screened in 11 colors
